Happy New Year from the sixth grade
teachers! There are many exciting things
happening right now.

Research is in full swing for our sixth
graders at Herndon. Your child is learning a
wealth of information about his or her
country. Be sure to ask them about it! The
will be very excited to share some
interesting facts with you. We should finish
up with our research by the end of January.
Then, we will begin writing our research

paper.

Sixth grade history students are getting
ready for a study of the people and culture
of ancient Greece. We are also beginning to
review and prepare for the iLEAP test.

All students are currently taking three
minute timed tests on the basic facts. Each
test consists of 100 addition, subtraction,
multiplication, or division facts. Please
continue to help your child master all of the
facts. Have your child show you their Rule
Composition Book. We periodically have
tests in which they use these books. This
should be an easy 100% test grade if they
are keeping it up-to-date and bringing it to

class daily. If used correctly, it is a

priceless reference book that provides
examples and step-by-step instructions to
solve all types on math problems. If your
child is not using it on a daily basis, they are
missing out on an excellent source of help to
simplify math, not only this year, but in the
years to come. Continue encouraging your
child to get online and do the bonus point
self-check quizzes!

In sixth grade science, we are wrapping up
our energy units and will study waves, the
electromagnetic spectrum, and light. During
the second nine weeks the students
conducted 13 labs in class for a total of 19
for the first half of the year. We are
gathering materials for an iLEAP review to
end all ILEAP reviews!

Library: The school year continues to be a
busy one in the elementary library.
Students have been learning about various
information resource skills in preparation
for the upcoming state testing in April. Each



student has been given access to Skills
Tutor, an internet-based program designed
to tutor the student on skills needed to be
successful on the iLEAP and LEAP tests.
Instructions and access codes have been
provided to the students to encourage use
of this program at school and at home.

Students have also been busy earning
AR points to qualify for tickets for the
upcoming AR carnival in April! Please
encourage your student to read and take AR
guizzes on a regular basis so he or she may
earn as many AR tickets as possible for this
fun event!

Elementary students have also continued
to read the Louisiana Young Readers’ Choice
Award nominee books throughout the school
year in preparation for voting on their
favorites during the week of January 23 " -
27" . Students must have read at least
three of the titles to be eligible to cast a
vote! The votes, 203 in all, have been
counted and will be submitted to the parish
and state for the final results. Winning
titles at the Herndon voting level include:

Forms of bullying include but not limited
to physical, emotional, verbal, electronic
(cyber), and sexual.

Examples of physical bullying include:
Causing physical injuries, stealing,
punching, shoving, fighting, slapping,
debagging, wedgies, attacking, school
pranks, teasing and abusing

Examples of emotional/ indirect bullying
include:

Spreading bad rumors about people,
keeping certain people out of a “group”,
getting certain people to “gang up” on
others, ignoring people on purpose- the
silent treatment, harassment,
provocation, whispering to another in

front of someone —whispering campaign,

keeping secrets away from so-called
friends

Examples of verbal bullying are:

Teasing people in a mean way, or cussing

someone, name calling, commenting

meanly on someone’s looks, clothes, body,

or anything else, tormenting, harassment,
profanity,

Examples of on-line or electronically or
cyber-bullying include:

Sending mean spirited text, email, or
instant messages, posting inappropriate
pictures or messages about others in
blogs or on web sites, using someone
else’s user name to spread rumors or lies
about someone

Prohibited actions

Bullying as defined in the Caddo Parish
School Board policy in prohibited.
Solicitation to engage in bullying is
prohibited.
